
San Benito Countywide
Plan for Expelled Students

The San Benito County Superintendent of Schools, in conjunction with the superintendents of schools within the county, has developed this plan for providing educational services to all expelled students in San Benito County.  The Plan was reviewed on February 12, 2009, October 8, 2009, and November 12, 2009.
Educational Services:

1.
School districts in San Benito County will offer the following options and programs for 
expelled students, within the parameters of the California Education Code:


a.
Expulsion with enforcement suspended, student to remain on campus.



b.
Expulsion with enforcement suspended, student to be assigned to another site 




within the district.



c.
Expulsion with enforcement suspended, student to be assigned to a district 




Independent Study program.


d.
Expulsion with enrollment in another district. (This requires approval by 



the board of the receiving district.)


e.
Expulsion with referral to the San Benito County Alternative School 



Screening Committee for appropriate placement in county programs.


f.
The educational placement of the expelled student shall provide a standards-based




curriculum.



g.
A clear and concise educational plan shall be in place for the expelled student.


2.
San Benito County Office of Education will offer programs for expelled students



through the Pinnacles Community School (grades 5-12) and the Santa Ana 



Opportunity School (grades 8-9).


a.
Both alternative education programs will provide a standards-based 



curriculum.


b.
Both alternative education programs will provide Special Education and 504 



services for those expelled students identified as students with a disability.


c.
Pinnacles Community School will offer Independent Study for those students



unable to handle a classroom situation.


d.
Pinnacles Community School will be the recommended program for those 


students who may pose a danger to others or who are in danger themselves. 


If warranted, and ordered by the Juvenile Court, Pinnacles Court School will

also be an option for placement.

3.
San Benito County school districts shall collaborate on the placement of expelled students



in grades 1-4.



a.
District superintendents shall collaborate to determine placement.



b.
In the event that placement cannot be determined by the district superintendents, 




San Benito County Office of Education will work with the district to achieve 




placement.

Gaps in Service:


At this time, no gaps in services have been identified.  There are relatively few students that are expelled in our county.  The above mentioned programs appear adequate to meet their needs.
*A further review of possible gaps in service will be conducted.  Any gaps identified will be addressed.
